PASTOR’S CORNER 
 
The past two weeks in my Pastor’s Corner, I have take us back to Holy Week with a reflection by one of 
our parishioners of their experience at Holy Thursday and the Easter Vigil. Easter started seven weeks ago 
but we are still celebrating the joy of the Risen Lord on Easter Sunday by continuing the Easter Season,  
or Eastertide. I would like to share with you the experience of Holy Thursday seven weeks ago by our   
parishioner, Derrick Snearl. 
 
“As a new Catholic, receiving the Sacrament of Confirmation on   April 8, 
2023, I was deeply touched and honored when Sr. Joyanne reached out 
to me to be one of the participants to bring up one of the three Holy Oils, 
during this year’s Holy Thursday service. I did not hesitate in accepting 
Sr. Joyanne’s invitation as I looked at this as an opportunity to deepen 
the understanding of my faith and connect with the core tenets of         
Catholicism. 
 
As a non-Catholic, I had attended previous Holy Thursday services at St. Dominic’s. Now as a Catholic 
participant, I felt a deeper emotional connection to the prayers and reading of the scriptures. Also, I 
felt a special obligation to understand, not only the significance of the Holy Oils, but also the entire 
Holy Thursday ceremony. 
 
Mass on Holy Thursday has some unique elements (e.g. washing of the feet, etc.). Also, to observe the 
ceremony, I tried to make sure I made a concerted effort to understand the “why” of all its elements – 
not simply to be there without reflection. I approached Holy Thursday with an open heart and willing-
ness to learn. As I reflect on Holy Thursday with a deeper understanding, it is truly amazing what tran-
spired on that day of the Last Supper. I am truly grateful and humbled that I had an opportunity to   
participate in the liturgy as more than simply an observer.”  Derrick Snearl. 
 
May we all reflect back to those beautiful days of the Triduum, Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter 
Sunday to continue to enjoy the Easter Season.

Anteriormente, había asistido a servicios del Jueves Santo en Santo Domingo como no católico.   
Ahora, como participante católico, sentí una conexión emocional más profunda con las oraciones y 
la lectura de las Escrituras.
