A brief history of the Confraternity

The Confraternity of the Blessed Sacrament was founded in 1539 at the Church of Santa Maria Sopra Minerva in 
Rome. The founder was a Dominican priest, Father Thomas Stella, who was distressed by the lack of respect shown to the Eucharistic presence of our Lord in the Eternal City. He wanted to promote greater devotion to the Blessed Sacrament by means of the Confraternity. In time, it became one of the two confraternities mandated by Church law to be established in every parish in the world, along with the Confraternity of Christian Doctrine.

Shortly after the founding of St. Dominic Church in Eagle Rock, California in 1921, the first pastor, Fr. Pius Driscoll formed The Blessed Sacrament Confraternity, with Mrs. Miriam Kleine as its president, the first of many women to hold that office. Since then, the Confraternity has remained faithful to its original purpose and rendered invaluable service to the parish.
