The House of Prayer is used by the Archdiocese
in several ways. It is a location
For priests to take a day of prayer;
For priests to meet with a spiritual director or
confessor; (I have gone there for confessions
many times)
For Jesus Caritas meetings; (5-7 priests who meet
monthly for Scripture sharing, contemplative
prayer before the Eucharist, a shared review of
life, and fellowship over a meal)
For the bishops of California to gather together
for their annual meeting;
The friars in the priory have used the House of
Prayer as a meeting place for a day of reflection
and study together.

A donor is offering to purchase the house for the
Archdiocese. Two priests who are full-time spir-
itual directors will be in residence in the house.
Some neighbors are understandably concerned
about increased traffic, noise, and the construc-
tion of a new building (which will be behind a hill
and the historic house and out of sight). | have
gone to the current House of Prayer many times,
and | assure you, it is a very quiet place!

At a NELA neighborhood council meeting | at-
tended, | heard many fears and misunderstandings
expressed. It is not a home for pedophile priests.
It is not a rehab center for alcoholic priests. It is
not a frat house for priestly parties. It truly is a
House of Prayer, and | believe Eagle Rock would
be blessed by its presence here.
