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This week is the National Vocation Awareness Week. Pope Francis stated,

“Our common vocation to give ourselves in love develops and finds concrete
expression in the life of lay men and women, devoted to raising a family as a
small domestic churchand working as the witness and spread of the Gospel to
renew the different sectors of society. Many religious women and men and
ordained ministers consecrate their lives completely to God for the sake of their
brothers and sisters as a prophetic sign of the kingdom of God.

During this week, the Church gives thanks to God for the faithful who answer
His call to their vocation in life. We pray that many more men and women will
be open to the movement of the Holy Spirit in their hearts as they discern the
calling and mission God has for them.

God put the thought of the priesthood into my mind in 1993, and | dismissed it,
as | had my life planned out and the priesthood was not part of it. But God used
people to bang me over the head with that call nearly every day for a few weeks
until | finally prayed to God and said, “Yes.” There have been many challenges
and struggles in answering this call to the priesthood but the great joy of serv-
ing God and His people, especially serving you here at St. Dominic's, overrides
the challenges, and the great joy of serving rises to the top.

The National Vocation Awareness Week offers us a special opportunity to
redouble our efforts of prayer that young people would be able to hear the
voice — the quiet, gentle voice many times — of Jesus inviting them into a
vocation as a priest or religious.
