I have spoken several times of my mission work in Hong Kong and India.  These trips have edified my    
vocation, and has emboldened my love for Jesus and His Church.  
 
With joy, I have news: I am headed back to Hong Kong with the St Francis Xavier Lay Missionary Society

•Week 1:  Hong Kong! to meet with Church leaders, serve the local community, and give a workshop on   
empowerment of the laity in the Church and the basics of evangelization. 
 
•Week 2:  India!  I return to Calcutta to serve with Mother Teresa’s Missionaries of Charity.  After, we fly to 
Goa, to offer workshops of evangelization and to venerate the relics of Saint Francis Xavier.  Then finally, 
we will fly to Chennai, to make a pilgrimage to the tomb of Saint Thomas the Apostle, whose relics are  
enshrined there.   

 
It promises to be a beautiful, exhausting, and exciting trip!  Yet, I need your help to get there.
