Pastor’s Corner 
 
For decades, July 29 has been the celebration of             
St. Martha, sister of Mary and Lazarus. On 
January 26, 2021, Pope Francis  ordered that the Church 
calendar of saints be changed from only St. Martha 
to  Saints Martha, Mary and Lazarus  on July 29. 
 
The Gospel story is familiar, when Martha and Mary received Jesus into their  
home and Martha prepared food for him to eat while Mary chose to remain with 
Jesus to listen to his words. The Jews at the time, did not count women as 
disciples, but Jesus changed all that and accepted women as His disciples. Mary 
and Martha are strong disciples of Jesus. Despite being concerned with 
hospitality, Martha is one of the few disciples of Jesus to declare her strong faith 
in telling Jesus that she knows that He is the Messiah. Truly a disciple. 
 
Martha generously offered him hospitality, Mary listened attentively to his words 
and Lazarus promptly emerged from the tomb at the command of Jesus who 
brought Lazarus from death back to life. All three had a close relationship with 
Jesus and Jesus offers us that same close relationship to us if we accept that 
invitation.
