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Pastor’s Corner

Over 99.3% of the Church are the lay faithful.  Yet strangely, most of the stories of the many heroes in our 
Church are priests, sisters, or other religious.  This makes sense–it is of these ranks that were usually the 
founders of religious movements, poliƟcal and economic movements, and other insƟtuƟons that make up 
the infrastructure of the Church–many of which sƟll exist today.  
 
Yet thanks to the Second VaƟcan Council, we have affirmed the dignity, and indeed, the power, of the lay 
faithful.  As Saint John Paul II had noted, it is the lay faithful who are on the front lines between the 
Church and the secular world.  The lay faithful–you–are the very interacƟon between the Church and the 
secular world.  Your interacƟon with your families, at Seafood City, at the Americana, in the voƟng booth, 
at universiƟes, hospitals, and parks–your words, acƟons, and example as good, pracƟcing Catholic Chris-
Ɵans bring the Joy of Jesus to our wounded (yet redeemable) world.  
 

So how can you accomplish your mission?  How can you be that much more of a bolt of lightening of 
God’s healing presence? 
 
All of 
us have been given charisms, or giŌs, which allow the Holy Spirit to work with and through us.  These 
charisms form and inform our mission in our world.
