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Pastor’s Corner

Confession Series
Part |

Over the next four weeks, Fr. Andrew Thomas and | will oGer a four-part series on the Sacrament of
Confession. We intend to cover many things, the history of the Sacrament of Confession, the theology
and spirituality, as well as some practical matters. So, letls get started.

Where did the Sacrament of Confession come from?

Jesus instituted the Sacrament, especially when He rose from the dead. We remember reading where
Jesus is rather explicit in the powers He had bestowed upon the Apostles, which were eventually given
to Catholic priests.

Yet, in the grst generations of Christianity, Confession, like Mass, was a communal act, reserved only
for the most serious of sins: murder, apostasy and adultery. Imagine what it was like to confess these
sins in front of your community at the beginning of Mass!

Yet, as the years passed, and Christianity was legalized, thanks to Emperor Constantine and the Edict
of Milan, Confession became more liprivatel. As Monastic life arose, monks would confess solely to
the Abbot, their spiritual Father. Moreover, these confessions changed in character, where the goal
was not only repentance and union with onelis community, but towards spiritual and moral perfection.

Why do | have to confess to a priest?

Sacraments are communal acts. Mass, for example, is open to the public. Moreover, when a

baptized person sins, he or she does not sin only against his or herself, not only against God, but the
Christian sins against the community. Any sin committed is a black mark on the pure white of the Body
of Christ. In this case, the priest is not only a representative of Christ the Merciful Judge, he is also a
representative of the Merciful Church. In this way, the priest can be the voice of Christ and His Church,
oGering the Mercy of God.

Secondly, when we oGer a sincere act of contrition, does God forgive our venial sins? Of course He
does. Yet, for our own good, Jesus gave us the Sacrament as that objective, visual, experiential sign of
Godls mercy and forgiveness. A penitent can say that he or she went to confession, the priest said the
words of absolution, and that penitent can congdently say that Jesus forgave his or her sins.

Going to confession gives a penitent sure footing that they are Nright with God.\|

Serie Confesion
Parte I

Durante las proximas cuatro semanas, el padre Andrew Thomas y yo ofreceremos una serie de cuatro partes sobre el
Sacramento de la Confesion. Pretendemos cubrir muchos temas, la historia del Sacramento de la Confesion, la
teologia y la espiritualidad, asi como algunos asuntos practicos. Asi que, empecemos.

.De dénde vino el Sacramento de la Confesion?

Jesus instituyo el Sacramento, especialmente cuando resucitod de entre los muertos. Recordamos haber leido donde
Jesus es bastante explicito en los poderes que habia otorgado a los Apdstoles, que finalmente fueron entregados a
sacerdotes catolicos.

Sin embargo, en las primeras generaciones del cristianismo, la confesion, al igual que la misa, era un acto comuni-
tario, reservado solo para los pecados mas graves: asesinato, apostasia y adulterio. jImagina como era confesar estos
pecados delante de tu comunidad al comienzo de la misa!

Sin embargo, con el paso de los afios y la legalizacion del cristianismo gracias al Emperador Constantino y al Edicto
de Milan, la Confesion se volvio mas “privada”. A medida que surgi6 la vida monastica, los monjes confesaban
unicamente al abad, su Padre espiritual. Ademas, estas confesiones cambiaron de caracter, cuyo objetivo no era solo
el arrepentimiento y la unién con la comunidad, sino la perfeccion espiritual y moral.

JPor qué tengo que confesarme con un sacerdote?

Los sacramentos son actos comunitarios. La misa, por ejemplo, esta abierta al publico. Ademas, cuando una persona
bautizada ha pecado, no solo contra si misma, no solo contra Dios, sino contra los pecados cristianos contra la
comunidad. Cualquier pecado cometido es una mancha negra en el blanco puro del Cuerpo de Cristo. En este caso,
el sacerdote no solo es representante de Cristo el Juez Misericordioso, sino también un representante de la Iglesia
Misericordiosa. De este modo, el sacerdote puede ser la voz de Cristo y de Su Iglesia, ofreciendo la Misericordia

de Dios.

En segundo lugar, cuando ofrecemos un acto sincero de contricion, ;Dios nos perdona los pecados veniales? Por
supuesto que si. Sin embargo, por nuestro propio bien, Jests nos dio el Sacramento como esa sefial objetiva, visual
y experiencial de la misericordia y el perdon de Dios. Un penitente puede decir que fue a confesarse, que el sacer-
dote pronuncio las palabras de absolucion, y ese penitente puede decir con confianza que Jesus perdoné sus pe-
cados. Ir a confesarse da a un penitente la seguridad de estar “en paz con Dios”.
