Pastor’s Corner

Divine Mercy Sunday April 12, 2026 
 
In todayǈs Gospel, we have the one story that Saint Thomas is truly known for, the ill-famed ǊDoubting Thomas  
storyǋ.  Yet, what I want to focus on today is the week between the appearances of the Risen Lord. What had     
happened between the Resurrection appearances?  
 
On Easter Sunday evening, the Lord appears to the surviving apostles minus Thomas.  Finally, Thomas appears, 
and his brothers tell him what he had missed—Jesus is Rise Just as He Promised!  
Understandably, Thomas does not believe them.  Who ever had risen from the dead?  What kind of delusion has 
overcome his brothers?  Or—are they are the crazy ones, or is it me? 
  
Yet we tend to gloss over a crucial detail.  One week passes between appearances.   
One week.  Seven days.  And in those seven days, a thousand things could have happened.  Thomas could have 
moved out and walked back to Galilee.  The Apostles could have kicked him out of the band because he was so 
stubborn.  Thomas could have defected to another Jewish sect and denied that Jesus was the King of Israel.  
  
A thousand and one things could have happened.  
Yet, what does happens?  The Apostles allow Thomas to stay. They acknowledge him as a brother and allows him 
to sit at the table and eat with them.  Thomas, though he has a diǤerent opinion, is allowed to mourn for Jesus, 
amidst these other followers who are saying incredibly strange and fantastic things. Thomas is allowed to be part 
of the family.   
 
Despite severe disagreements, despite arguments, and perhaps insults and gibes,  
Thomas and the other Apostles maintain their friendship, keep their fraternity.   
Peter does not kick him out, Peter does not brainwash Thomas, or threaten Thomas, or degrade him.  Peter, John, 
Matthew—they love Thomas.  They acknowledge him as a brother, and allows him to stay within the family. 
  
Which makes the Resurrection account on the second Sunday all the more sweet, all the more powerful.  In the 
midst of his brothers, Thomas experiences the Resurrection of the King of Glory and declares, ǊMy King and my 
Godǋ, the only explicit reference of Jesusǈ Divinity in the entire New Testament.  
The Life of Saint Thomas is an antidote of Cancel Culture.  This experience teaches us of the depths and demands 
of fraternity, the virtue of patience, the radicality of the Love and Compassion that Jesus demands of us every sin-
gle day.  
 
Let us pray to Saint Thomas today.  There are many people, many opinions that we would rather do away with.  
Yet, let us respond with Love, with Compassion, with the power and example of Jesus Himself.  
 
Our Holy Father, Saint Dominic, PRAY FOR US!

Domingo de la Divina Misericordia 12 de abril de 2026 
 
En el Evangelio de hoy, tenemos la ùnica historia por la que San Tomàs es realmente conocido, la infame "historia 
del Dudoso Tomàs".  Sin embargo, en lo que quiero centrarme hoy es en la semana entre las apariciones del Se-
ðor Resucitado. ¾Què habìa pasado entre las apariciones de la Resurrecciòn? 
  
La tarde del domingo de Pascua, el Seðor se aparece a los apòstoles supervivientes menos a Tomàs.  Finalmente, 
aparece Tomàs y sus hermanos le cuentan lo que se perdiò: ¡Jesùs es Resucitaciòn tal como prometiò!  
Comprensiblemente, Thomas no les cree.  ¾Quièn habìa resucitado de entre los muertos?  ¾Què clase de delirio ha 
invadido a sus hermanos?  ¾O son ellos los locos, o soy yo?  
 
Sin embargo, tendemos a pasar por alto un detalle crucial.  Pasa una semana entre apariciones.  Una semana.  
Siete dìas.  Y en esos siete dìas, podrìan haber pasado mil cosas.  Tomàs podrìa haberse mudado y regresado an-
dando a Galilea.  Los Apòstoles podrìan haberle expulsado de la banda porque era muy terco.  Tomàs podrìa ha-
ber desertado a otra secta judìa y negar que Jesùs fuera el Rey de Israel.  Podrìan haber pasado mil y una cosas.  
Pero, ¾què ocurre?   
Los Apòstoles permiten que Tomàs se quede. Lo reconocen como un hermano y le permiten sentarse a la mesa y 
comer con ellos.  Tomàs, aunque tiene una opiniòn diferente, puede llorar por Jesùs, entre otros seguidores que 
dicen cosas increìblemente extraðas y fantàsticas. Thomas puede formar parte de la familia.  
  
A pesar de graves desacuerdos, a pesar de discusiones y quizàs insultos y burlas, Tomàs y los demàs apòstoles 
mantienen su amistad, mantienen su fraternidad.  Peter no lo echa, Peter no lava el cerebro a Thomas, ni amenaza 
a Thomas, ni lo degrada.  Pedro, Juan, Mateo—adoran a Tomàs.  Le reconocen como un hermano y le permiten 
quedarse dentro de la familia.  
 
Lo que hace que el relato de la Resurrecciòn del segundo domingo sea aùn màs dulce, mucho màs poderoso.  En 
medio de sus hermanos, Tomàs experimenta la Resurrecciòn del Rey de la Gloria y declara: "Rey mìo y Dios mìo", 
la ùnica referencia explìcita a la Divinidad de Jesùs en todo el Nuevo Testamento.  
 
La vida de San Tomàs es un antìdoto contra la Cultura de la Cancelaciòn.  Esta experiencia nos enseða la profundi-
dad y las exigencias de la fraternidad, la virtud de la paciencia, la radicalidad del Amor y la Compasiòn que Jesùs 
nos exige cada dìa.  
 
Recemos hoy a Santo Tomàs.  Hay muchas personas, muchas opiniones de las que preferirìamos deshacernos.  Sin 
embargo, respondamos con Amor, con Compasiòn, con el poder y el ejemplo del propio Jesùs.  
Nuestro Santo Padre, San Domingo, ¡RUEGA POR NOSOTROS!
