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Pastor’s Corner

In our grst reading, we encounter yet another ligrstlj in the Church of Christ. We witness the
formation of the grst deacons in our Church.

Today, a deacon is most noticeably recognized at the sanctuary or at the ambo , as the man
who wears an alb and a stole that goes from his left shoulder to his right hip. We may
remember Deacon Mike Finocchiaro, who prior to passing away, served this community for
many years with great humility and dedication to Christjs mission. Currently, we have one man
from Saint Dominicls in formation for the permanent diaconate, but more on that later.

What is the beautiful oGice of Deacon? As the New Testament relates, the grst seven men
ordained as deacons were called to serve at the table and to care for those who were being
overlooked and marginalized Nl A Deacon is someone who receives the imposition of hands not
unto the priesthood, but unto the ministry (Lumen Gentium). In other words, Permanent
Deacons can be married or single men who, if called, are ordained by Church. Yet, as some
men are ordained to the Priesthood to oGer the sacrigce of the Mass, the vocation of the
Deacon is to oGer service for the betterment of the Body of Christ. The Spiritual and Corporal
Acts of Mercy: feeding the hungry, instructing those who seek understanding, clothing the
naked, uplifting the marginalized and acts of charity are their identity and their vocation. The
way Deacons lead and assist the Body of Christ is by giving witness that Christ came to serve,
and not to be served. A deacon is a man who, if married, lives his vocation in partnership with
his wife, and together they commit themselves to humble service for the strengthening of the
Body of Christ..

A deacon may read the Gospel, preach, witness wedding vows, baptize, and lead the rites of
Christian burial, but all these ministries Gow from his primary calling to be a servant of Christ
and His people.

Men of faith, has God placed a servantijs heart within you? Do you gnd purpose in caring for
others and guiding them in faith? Do acts of mercy and service leave you feeling fulglled and
grounded in Christ? If these questions resonate with you, the Diaconate may be your path. |

En nuestra primera lectura, nos encontramos con otro "primero"” mas en la Iglesia de Cristo. Somos
testigos de la formacion de los primeros diaconos en nuestra Iglesia.

Hoy en dia, un diacono es mas reconocido en el santuario o en el ambon, como el hombre que lleva un
alba y una estola que va desde su hombro izquierdo hasta la cadera derecha. Quiza recordemos al
diacono Mike Finocchiaro, que antes de fallecer sirvio a esta comunidad durante muchos ados con gran
humildad y dedicacion a la mision de Cristo. Actualmente, tenemos a un hombre de Santo Domingo en
formacion para el diaconado permanente, pero hablaremos de eso mas adelante.

%Que es el hermoso cargo de Diacono? Como relata el Nuevo Testamento, los primeros siete hombres
ordenados diaconos fueron llamados a servir en la mesa y a cuidar de aquellos que eran ignorados y
marginados. "Un diacono es alguien que recibe la imposicion de manos no al sacerdocio, sino al
ministerio" (Lumen Gentium). En otras palabras, los Diaconos Permanentes pueden ser hombres
casados o solteros que, si son llamados, son ordenados por la Iglesia. Sin embargo, asi como algunos
hombres son ordenados sacerdotes para ofrecer el sacrigcio de la Misa, la vocacion del diacono es
ofrecer servicio para el mejoramiento del Cuerpo de Cristo. Los actos espirituales y corporales de
misericordia: alimentar a los hambrientos, instruir a quienes buscan comprension, vestir al desnudo,
elevar a los marginados y actos de caridad son su identidad y su vocacion. La forma en que los
diaconos guian y asisten al Cuerpo de Cristo es dando testimonio de que Cristo vino a servir, y no a ser
servido. Un diacono es un hombre que, si esta casado, vive su vocacion en sociedad con su esposa, y
juntos se comprometen a un servicio humilde para fortalecer el Cuerpo de Cristo...

Un diacono puede leer el Evangelio, predicar, testigcar votos matrimoniales, bautizar y dirigir los ritos
de sepultura cristiana, pero todos estos ministerios surgen de su llamado principal de ser siervo de
Cristo y de su pueblo.
