Pastor’s Corner

Pentecost Sunday 
 
Over 99.3% of the Church are the lay faithful.  Yet strangely, most of the stories of the many 
heroes in our Church are priests, sisters, or other religious.  This makes sense–it is of these 
ranks that were usually the founders of religious movements, political and economic move-
ments, and other institutions that make up the infrastructure of the Church–many of which   
still exist today.  

Yet thanks to the Second Vatican Council, we have aǤirmed the dignity, and indeed, the power, 
of the lay faithful.  As Saint John Paul II had noted, it is the lay faithful who are on the front lines 
between the Church and the secular world.  The lay faithful–you–are the very interaction       
between the Church and the secular world.  Your interaction with your families, at Seafood 
City, at the Americana, in the voting booth, at universities, hospitals, and parks–your words, 
actions, and example as good, practicing Catholic Christians bring the Joy of Jesus to our 
wounded (yet redeemable) world.  

So how can you accomplish your mission?  How can you be that much more of a bolt of       
lightening of Godǈs healing presence?  

The Called & Gifted Workshop allows you to discern well the Holy Spirit gave you at your   
baptism.  All of us have been given charisms, or gifts, which allow the Holy Spirit to work with 
and through us.  These charisms form and inform our mission in our world.  Through these gifts 
the Holy Spirit uses you to bring more joy into the world.   

Together with our time and circumstances, family environment, employment, our charisms  
dictate how to be a lightening rod of Godǈs love and mercy–not only to our families–but for 
the world around us.  

We are all called to be evangelists.  The Called & Gifted Workshop helps us to become the 
evangelists that Jesus wants us to be.

Sin embargo, gracias al Concilio Vaticano II, hemos afirmado la dignidad y, de hecho, el poder 
de los fieles laicos. Como señaló San Juan Pablo II, son los fieles laicos quienes están en primera 
línea entre la Iglesia y el mundo secular. Los fieles laicos —tú—son la interacción misma entre 
la Iglesia y el mundo secular. Tu interacción con tus familias, en Seafood City, en el Americana, 
en la cabina de votación, en las universidades, los hospitales y los parques —tus palabras, 
acciones y ejemplo como buenos cristianos católicos practicantes— traen la Alegría de Jesús a 
nuestro mundo herido (pero redimible).
